10 Gallons of slaw – ran out very early in the day – next time 12 or 13 gallons
3 Gallons of Tarter Sauce – Same for next time
14 & 14 – White & Rye Bread – next time 24 rye & 16 White
8 gallons of Pork & Beans – 12 gallons next time
180 lbs of Fish – Sent 200 or 240 – next time 250 lbs
Sodas – 6 cases – (2 cases of diet cokes)
Tea & Coffee 
40 lbs Onion Rings – 3 cases of onion rings – we had 3 bags (6 per case) leftover – no change
3 bushels of Potatoes 145 lbs of potatoes – sold out – keep the same b/c that is about all we can fry in that time period
Oil – for the fryers – purchased 6 containers – brought 3 containers from previous fish fry used to fry potatoes in – Keep the same and Steve Welp will bring back the potato oil from this fish fry to use on the next fish fry.
We had a total donation of $124.50 to St. Vincent De Paul’s of St. Mary’s Navilleton as donations in place of dessert in observance of Lent. We will continue to have the St. Vincent De Paul Donation bucket at the next fish fry as well.
We will continue to have the money taken in advance w/o having order tickets made up and we will make it either Fries or Onion Rings to be served with the dinner. We will serve from 4 to 6:30 – and serve for 2 ½ hours instead of 3 hours so as not to interfere with the Stations of the Cross. We had plenty of help with making the food, running the food down to the serving line, and serving the food.

Gary & Norman put in a new extension phone line in the parish offices for the new youth director last week and worked on this for approximately 5 man hours.

Sponsor Child – Jon Rhandal – his sponsorship is due 4/20/2010 – We voted to accept him for another year. We will make arrangements for a check to be sent to CCF from the church office.
