St. Mary’s Navilleton Finance Committee Meeting minutes for February 4th, 2010
Present: Father Pius, Paul Ulrich, Lorri Malone, Sam Smith, Julie Reising, Vicki Waterbury, and Tina Koverman.
Father Pius opened the meeting with a prayer at 7:05. 
The minutes were approved by the present members. 
Parish finances are still in line with the 2010 budget, both collections and expenses.  
Paul suggested a few formatting changes to the summary report. There was also a reversed sign on a negative number. The changes/corrections will be made and sent out with the minutes for February’s meeting. 
There was a discussion on a separate capital expenditure report. Julie offered to work with Vicki to get Sam a preliminary report to present at the parish council meeting on the 18th of February. 

Paul also talked about his meetings with the Holy Name Society.  Both Holy Name Society and St. Anne’s Society will roll their separate checking accounts into the overall parish checking account, with a general ledger balance to be maintained by the parish secretary. Per a conversation with Julie Shewmaker, Archdiocese Controller, affiliated parish groups may retain up to $100 in petty cash; however, they must define where the cash will be secured and who has access, before withholding these funds from those being transferred to Parish accounts. In the event that either of the two groups needs to withdraw funds over their ledger balance for fundraising purposes, the finance committee moved to allow $1000 over the ledger balance to be withdrawn. This money will need to be requested sixty days prior to the event. Funds requested in excess of an affiliate group’s GL balance will require a written request; and if presented more than sixty days prior to the event, committee approval is required. The funds must also be repaid upon completion of the fundraiser. 

Father Pius brought statistics about the Providence enrollment. Their current enrollment is 522 students, with none from St. Mary Navilleton parish. 

Father also hired a youth minister, since Brent and Kristin Naville resigned. The new minister will be Jenni Naville, and will start on March 1. This will have no effect on the 2010 budget. 

Paul also talked about an upcoming meeting which will be held on March 9th regarding the incorporation of the deanery parishes. More information will be forthcoming after the meeting.  

Finally, in compliance with the parish audit, Vicki’s name will be removed from the parish mass intention account and replaced with Paul Ulrich, who is the chairman of the finance committee. This will be taken care of at First Harrison Bank in Greenville.
