St. Mary’s Navilleton Finance Committee Meeting minutes for September 29th, 2009
Present: Father Pius, Paul Ulrich, Tina Koverman, Lorri Malone, Julie Reising, and Vicki Waterbury, Administrative Assistant. Sam Smith was not present.
Father Pius opened the meeting with a prayer. 

Father Pius reviewed the budget and made a few corrections. One, there is no FICA to be paid on the pastor’s salary. There had been prior budgeted amounts that the committee carried over to the current budget. The committee made note to exclude from future budgets. Second, the salary for the new pastor was also slightly overstated. These two differences are to the parish’s benefit.
The minutes from July’s meeting were reviewed and approved by all members. 

Father implemented a new policy of adding one additional member to the counting teams. This was an outstanding issue that has been corrected prior to the audit to take place in October. Vicki has also updated the procedures and set up counting stations for the volunteers. 
The annual financial report was discussed. Lorri brought the narrative that will accompany the report, and it was decided that Father would also add a commentary regarding the state of the parish to the report as well. The committee decided to mail the report this year. It is possible that it will be handed out with the bulletin in future years.   
Also, Paul attended a meeting regarding the new formula for Deanery assessments. The assessment for St. Mary’s Navilleton was similar to what was put into the budget for the upcoming year. The formula used is a percentage of revenues and is also prorated by each parish’s physical distance from the high school (Providence). It decreases as the distance increases.  
The committee also discussed what to do with four certificates of deposit coming due. After some deliberation it was decided to leave one at the same institution and move the others to the ADLF account. 
The status of the outstanding projects was discussed: The exterior painting will be completed by Blaise Loop by the end of October, and the steeple with be repaired after the lighting upgrades are complete. The electrical work is in progress. 
Father closed the meeting with a prayer.
