St. Mary’s Navilleton Finance Committee Meeting minutes for May 25th, 2010
Present: Father Pius, Paul Ulrich, Lorri Malone, Julie Reising, Vicki Waterbury, and Tina Koverman.
 Sam Smith was absent.
The meeting began at 7:10. 
The minutes were approved by the present members. 
Parish finances are still in line with the 2010 budget, both collections and expenses.  
Father Pius stated that the incorporation paperwork came and was approved by the parish council. The parish council decided on the name “St. Mary of the Annunciation” with a DBA of “St.Mary Navilleton Catholic Church”. The finance committee will be tasked with reviewing all service contracts once they come in to the parish as well. 

Vicki stated that the new CD was set up at Main Source Bank with the funds from the CD at PNC.  All that remains at PNC is a minimum savings account that Fr. Pius will close by the end of the fiscal year.  

There were several budgetary items to be clarified from the prior months meeting regarding the Hispanic ministry fee and health insurance rates. Vicki provided the revised data which was put into the 2010 budget. The proposed budget was approved by members with all modifications. 
The music minister also requested a purchase of songbooks for the youth choir. As the funds were already budgeted in the current budget, the purchase was also approved.   
There was an additional capital improvement discussion scheduled for the next finance committee meeting. Father Pius had the roof inspected, and it was determined that the roof joists are separating and will have to be fixed before any future improvements can be made. Father should have some bids to present at the next meeting.
There was also a discussion on the expense/revenue of the activities center in the winter time.  Using BTUs, Paul figured that for a 36 hour period, it takes 155 gallons x the average propane cost of $1.90/gallon = $294.50 of propane used for a reception in the Activity Center.  After factoring in salaries for custodial duties and mileage, total expenses to rent the activity center were estimated to be $450.  Currently the parish charges $600 to non-parishioners for events. Prices were updated to help cover expenses, and even with the changes, all prices are still well within current prices of local churches, even lower than some.

 The new rates will be:
Activity Center:
Parishioner Rate $300 (March 16-October 31), Winter Rate $450 (November 1-March 15)
Non-Parishioner Rate $600 (March 16- October 31), Winter Rate $800 (November 1-March 15)

Deposits will remain the same

 

Parish Hall:

Parishioner Rate for a small event - $75.00, plus clean-up and resetting the tables the way they were.

Parishioner Rate for a large event (more than 50 people) - $150, plus cleaning and resetting of tables.

Non-Parishioner Rate $150 for a small event

Non-Parishioner Rate $300 for a large event

Deposits will stay the same; however, we will stress to parishioners that the cleaning cost will be deducted from their deposit in the contract, in order for them to get the better rate.
