Finance—Sam Smith:

1. The June 2009 YTD Report was handed out and reviewed.

2. Finance Committee Meeting minutes for June & July were passed out—focus points included:

a. There will be a third non-related parishioner added to the teams of money counters.

b. The Archdiocese recommends that all subcommittee’s accounts be carried under the main parish account.

c. It was decided to have a July meeting to prepare the end-of-year financial report to the parish, and this will replace the August meeting.

d. Lorri Malone resigned the duty of reporting to the parish council, and Sam Smith will attend in her place.

e. Vicki proposed the liquidation of a certificate of deposit at Main Source to help cover the cost of operating expenses and capital improvements, due to the decrease in Sunday offerings, and all members were in agreement.

f. Gaylor was the chosen contractor for the lighting in the church, with an estimate less than anticipated.  (See Pastoral Report #3.)

g. A reduced mileage rate is in effect (from 50.5 cents to 40.25 cents per mile) for any employee who receives mileage

Holy Name—Gary Schmidt:

1. The July Holy Name breakfast netted $281.04.  

2. The Treasury Report for August has a balance of $1077.84.
