St.  Anne’s:  The St. Patrick’s Dance on March 6, 2010 was a success and had a good turn out.  St. Anne’s will host the Ladies Ecumenical Breakfast on April 3. 2010 at 9:00am and a Mother/Daughter Tea on May 8, 2010.

Pastorial Report:  Fr Pius

1. Jenni Naville our new Youth Minister stated March 1, 2010 and reports she has a lot of upcoming events planned.

2. The new mass sign with new times is now finished.  The St. Mary’s of the Knobs sign will be taken down.
3. The Way of the Cross during Lent had good attendance.

4. On March 6, 2010 8 students will be making their First Reconciliation and 33 student will be making their Confirmation on Aprill 11, 2010.

5. Grounds/Building meeting:  The Roof and plastering project was discussed and agreed that their will be a minimum of 3 bids per project.

6. St. Mary’s will be purchasing a Tent for the annual picnic for $500.  We will no longer need to rent a tent.

7. Storm Water:  Church septic tank will need to be pumped,

8. Nominations for new Parish Council members will be needed soon to replace council members leaving this year. 

New Business:  Bob Sacksteder reported that Mount St. Frances is intending on purchasing 25 new booths this year.  The reason of the purchase is because of the amount of time and effort needed to sort and assemble each booth as well at the condition of each booth.   On March 2, 2010 there will be a meeting to discuss the purchase and Mount St. Frances wants to invite the pastor and/or a representative from every parish to attend for discussion.
Storm Water Tax:  Jamie Schilmiller reported on ways the Church can get credits to reduce the amount that the church pays by getting the septic pumped, road frontage clean up and educational outreach.  A booth will be set up at the Church festival to gain signatures.    

Horseshoe Grant :  Jamie Schilmiller is composing a letter of support to the Horseshoe Foundation in hopes of a donation to buy 20 new tables and 480 chairs for the church.  We should know if the grant is awarded in June.  
Restructuring of Dioceses:  Phil Kiesler reports that the USCCB in cooperation with the National Diocesan Attorneys Association recommends formalizing the structures of the dioceses. The work that needs to be done is to continue educations programs on restructuring, continue to implement communications plan, present a planned name of parish within 60 days, identify Board members and submit for approval.  
Old Business:  Light fixtures -  It was agreed that the old light fixtures from the Church will be auctioned off at $100 min.  There are 6 fixtures that will be in a Silent Auction.
